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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

WARNING! Before carrying out any operations with the unit, carefully read this instruction manual and keep it with care for future reference. It
contains important information about the installation, usage and maintenance of the unit.

e Unpack and check carefully that there is no transportation damage before using the unit

e Please read these instructions carefully and follow the instructions.

e  Observe all safety warnings. Never remove safety warnings or other information from the equipment.
e Besure that no ventilation slots are blocked; otherwise the unit will overheated.

WARNING! Before connecting the equipment to the power outlet, first verify that the mains voltage and frequency match the values specified on
the equipment. If the equipment has a voltage selection switch, connect the equipment to the power outlet only if the equipment values and the
mains power values match. If the included power cord or power adapter does not fit in your wall outlet, contact your electrician.

e After connecting the unit, check all cables in order to prevent damage or accidents, e.g., due to tripping hazards.

e Make sure that the power cord is never crimped or damaged. Check the unit and the power cord from time to time.

e Always disconnect power from the mains, when unit is not used or before cleaning! Only handle the power cord by the plug. Never pull out the
plug by tugging the power cord.

e Unplug the power cord and power adapter from the power outlet if there is a risk of a lightning strike or before extended periods of disuse.

e Do not switch the unit on and off in short intervals.

e Do not connect the unit to a dimmerpack.

e Install the unitin a well ventilated place.

e Never place any material over the lens.

e Never let the sunlight lights directly to the front lens , even when the unit is not working.

e Always allow free air space of at least 50 cm around the unit for ventilation.

e Make sure that the area below the installation place is blocked when rigging, derigging or servicing the unit.

e For mounting height >100 cm, always fix the unit with an appropriate safety-rope. Fix the safety-rope at the correct fixation points only. The
safety-rope must never be fixed at the transport handles!

e Never look directly at the light beam. Please note that fast changes in lighting, e. g. flashing light, may trigger epileptic seizures in photosensitive
persons or persons with epilepsy.

e Thisunitis not designed for permanent operation. Consistent operation breaks will ensure that the unit will serve you for a long time without
defects.

WARNING! If the power cord of the unit is equipped with an earthing contact, then it must be connected to an outlet with a protective ground. Never
deactivate the protective ground of a power cord.

e Make sure that the unit is not exposed to extreme heat, moisture or dust.

e Clean the unit using a dry cloth.

CONNECTIONS

INPUT
Plug the power-plug of PSO8S switch panel (4) into your safety socket.

The occupation of the power-cord (3 x 2.5 mm?3) is as follows: Brown live (L), Blue neutral (NJ, Green/Yellow earth (E).

A The earth has to be connected always!

1. Reset button by overload current
2. Power on/off switches for channel 1-8
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Output is via 8 safety power outlets. Connect your fixtures via the safety power outlets. The maximum current of all outputs are 15A/ 3.400Watt must
never be exceeded!
